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Resumen
Este trabajo de investigacion se refiere al nivel de formacion del Docente
de Educacion Basica y percepcion de la Calidad de la Educacion. Se propone
analizar la relacién que existe entre percepcion de la calidad de la educacion y
la formacién del docente. Especificamente, pretende estudiar la percepciéon de
calidad que los docentes construyen y su relacion con el nivel de formacion.

Para obtener la informacién se aplicé un cuestionario de diecisiete (17)
preguntas a quince (15) docentes de educacién basica, profesores con edades
comprendidas entre veinte (20) y mayores de cincuenta (50) afios, de sexo
masculino y femenino, con formacion académica de pregrado y postgrado.
Una vez procesada la informacién se analizaron los datos aplicando criterios
del método cualitativo. Los resultados obtenidos indican que los docentes
con mayor nivel de estudio perciben la necesidad de mejorar la educacion, de
acuerdo a la dindmica actual, que incluya perfeccionamiento constante y que
logre impulsar el pensamiento educativo.
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Abstract

Research refers to the level of training of Basic Education Teachers and their
perception of Quality of Education. It is proposed to analyze the relationship
between perception of quality of education and teacher training. Specifically, it
aims to study the perception of quality that teachers have and its relationship
with the level of training.

In order to have data collection, a questionnaire of seventeen (17) questions
was applied to fifteen (15) basic education teachers, aged between twenty (20)
and over fifty (50) years, male and female, with undergraduate and postgraduate
academicformation. Data was analyzed using qualitative method criteria. The
results indicate that teachers with higher levels of study perceive a need to
improve education according to the current times, which includes continuous
improvement to achieve boost educational thought.
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
